represented. Craft booth is not to be left unattended at any 
time during the festival. Payment by check or money order 
made payable to Mercer County Cultural Festival, PO 
Box 8068, Trenton, NJ 08650. 

TAKE DOWN INFORMATION  
As a courtesy to all vendors, all booths must remain in 
place until 7 pm. Take down vehicles may enter the 
festival site after 7 pm and must be removed from festival 

site by 9 pm. Craft vendor site must be left clean and free 
of debris at the end of the festival.
